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Situational Teaching Method in Junior High School Ethics
and Rule of Law Application research in the classroom
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Abstract

As a student-centered teaching strategy, situational teaching method can effectively enhance the interactivity and effectiveness
of middle school moral and legal classrooms by creating real or simulated situations. This study is based on constructivist theory
and combines the cognitive development characteristics of junior high school students to explore the specific application mode of
situational teaching method in moral and legal courses, including case simulation, role-playing, multimedia situational design, and
other methods. Through classroom observation and questionnaire survey, it was found that the reasonable use of situational teaching
method can significantly enhance students’ learning interest, empathy ability, and value recognition, but it puts high demands on
teachers’ situational design ability. In the future, it is necessary to further optimize the alignment between the context and curriculum
objectives, and improve the evaluation mechanism.
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
