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“High, Far and Deep|”: An Analysis of the Politics and Military
Teaching in the Song Dynasty from a Cross-unit Perspective

Abstract

The implementation of the unified high school history curriculum has created pedagogical challenges in integrating the “Outline”
and “Elective Required” components. Guided by the theories of “disciplinary big concepts” and “macro-unit teaching”, this study
proposes a cross-unit instructional framework termed “Lofty, Balanced, Profound” through the case study of “Politics and Military
Affairs of the Song Dynasties”. By tracing historical origins through a “long-term perspective” (Lofty), conducting horizontal
comparisons of ethnic regimes via a “broad vision” (Balanced), and evaluating the Song dynasties from multiple dimensions with
a “profound depth” (Profound), the approach aims to achieve seamless integration between required and elective textbooks. This
methodology constructs a multidimensional, authentic historical panorama, thereby enhancing students’ historical thinking abilities
and fostering the development of core competencies in historical literacy.
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
