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Innovation of university Chinese teaching mode based on
traditional culture inheritance

Abstract

To address challenges in traditional cultural inheritance within university Chinese language education under China’s cultural power
strategy, this study explores innovative teaching models to enhance its “cultural edification” function. The research adopts a four-
