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Abstract

As a unified multi-ethnic nation, China has always regarded ethnic unity and national unity as the paramount interest of all ethnic
groups. Since the establishment of New China, the Party and government have attached great importance to ethnic unity work and
the advancement of ethnic education in schools. This paper focuses on ethnic education in ethnic colleges and universities under the
perspective of the Chinese national community consciousness. Based on defining core concepts, it analyzes the value implications
and current status of developing ethnic education in these institutions, identifies two key issues in educational curriculum resources
and evaluation systems, and proposes targeted development strategies from both national and institutional perspectives.
