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Abstract

This study examines the practical value and challenges of utilizing local cultural resources in curriculum development through the
case of H Kindergarten in Nanhua County, Chuxiong Prefecture, Yunnan Province. The research demonstrates that transforming
indigenous cultural resources—such as natural landscapes and traditional folk crafts—into curriculum materials provides an effective
solution to address resource scarcity and enhance educational uniqueness in rural kindergartens. To overcome current challenges
including teacher autonomy deficits, weak curriculum development awareness, imperfect management systems, and underutilized
resources, the study proposes optimization strategies: activating internal motivation, empowering teachers ‘professional growth,
establishing institutional safeguards, improving inter-departmental collaboration, fully leveraging local cultural resources, and
innovating activity formats. These measures aim to create a culturally rooted curriculum system that supports children’s holistic
development, thereby enhancing the educational value of localized curricula.
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
