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Abstract

In the era of globalization and informatization, teenagers are confronted with the impact of diverse cultural trends, with some students
experiencing confusion in cultural cognition and weakening of moral concepts. Kindergarten serves as the starting point for character
cultivation, primary school as the critical period for habit formation, and middle school as the shaping stage for values, forming
a complete chain of moral education. The moral genes such as “benevolence and honesty”, “patriotism”, and “diligence and self-
improvement” contained in China’s fine traditional culture provide rich resources for resolving the predicament of moral education.
However, in practice, there are still many obstacles in the integration of traditional culture and moral education: in the kindergarten
stage, it mostly remains at the symbolic presentation level; in the primary school stage, it often falls into a shallow cycle of activities;
in the middle school stage, it tends to become theoretical and empty preaching; and there is a lack of systematic connection and
gradient design across different stages. Therefore, exploring a practical path that connects kindergarten, primary school, and middle
school has become an urgent need to activate the moral education value of traditional culture.
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
