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Exploring Teaching Practices for Integrating China’s
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Political Education Courses—Using Elementary School
Textbook Plays as a Medium
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Abstract

Since the release of the Guidelines for Education on China’s Excellent Traditional Culture, effectively integrating it into ideological
and political education has become a crucial pathway for fulfilling the fundamental mission of fostering virtue and nurturing
talent. Particularly under the new era’s emphasis on “upholding integrity while innovating” and pursuing intrinsic development in
ideological and political education, achieving deep integration between the two to enhance educational effectiveness has become a
key challenge for frontline teaching. This paper explores pathways for organically integrating traditional culture with ideological and
political teaching content, using elementary school ideological and political classrooms as the field of practice and textbook plays as
a specific case study. A year of implementation demonstrates that this model effectively brings ideological and political principles to
life, significantly enhancing classroom engagement and teaching effectiveness, thereby providing valuable practical experience for
related teaching reforms.
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
