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Abstract

With the accelerated pace of Chinese enterprises “going global”, the number and scale of overseas Chinese-funded enterprises are
increasing, and the quality of grassroots Party organization construction is crucial to corporate cohesion, competitiveness, and risk
prevention capabilities. In a complex international environment, traditional construction methods face challenges such as cultural
conflicts and legal barriers. This paper, based on the requirements of Party building in the new era, reviews the current status and
difficulties of grassroots Party organization construction in overseas Chinese-funded enterprises. Combining theory with case studies,
it explores innovative paths to adapt to international development, focusing on innovative practices such as “localizing political
guidance”. It summarizes the experience of Party building leading high-quality corporate development and proposes suggestions for
improving mechanisms and enhancing team capabilities. This innovation is an important guarantee for achieving development goals
and a strategic measure to enhance the global influence of Chinese enterprises.
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
