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Abstract

In the educational activities of kindergartens, the concept that “everyday life is a curriculum” is an important principle of early
childhood education, and implicit teacher-child interaction is a core aspect of education, rich in educational value. This paper, from
the perspective of a kindergarten’s daily life, explores the educational significance and practical approaches of implicit teacher-
child interaction. The research finds that the value of implicit teacher-child interaction in the daily life of kindergartens is significant,
effectively promoting the formation of good living habits in children, enhancing emotional security and attachment, and facilitating
the development of social skills and rule awareness, thereby achieving the goal of moral education through daily life. In terms of
practical approaches, this paper advocates using life as a carrier, emotions as a bond, experiences as a path, and reflection as a driver,
to actively explore the value of implicit teacher-child interaction. The aim is to help teachers achieve a subtle educational effect in
daily care and interaction, thereby promoting the all-round development of children and fulfilling the fundamental task of moral
education.
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
