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Abstract

The development of “one-stop” student communities in higher education institutions represents a crucial innovative initiative to
fulfill the fundamental mission of moral education and talent cultivation, while serving as a key pathway to deepen the “holistic
education” system. Under the framework of moral education, community-based education should achieve deep integration of
ideological-political education, life services, and psychological support. However, current implementation in universities still faces
challenges such as ambiguous functional positioning, fragmented resource allocation, and inefficient coordination mechanisms. This
paper explores the construction path of university one-stop community education mechanisms through the theoretical frameworks
of systems theory and educational ecology. The study suggests that establishing Party building as the core principle and student self-
growth as the ultimate goal, a unified system of “collaborative co-education, cultural immersion, and service integration” should be
constructed. This approach enhances the effectiveness of moral education and promotes systematic, high-quality development of
university education functions.
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
