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Abstract

China’s vocational education sector is experiencing rapid development with expanding enrollment scales, which has heightened
demands for homeroom teacher management. This study explores the educational leadership practices of vocational school homeroom
teachers through seven key dimensions: 1) Enhancing management competencies and innovating administrative approaches; 2)
Developing diverse moral education programs to enrich content; 3) Establishing credit management systems to improve self-regulation
efficiency; 4) Cultivating class culture to foster positive learning environments; 5) Demonstrating care to nurture gratitude in students;
6) Implementing home-school collaboration for student management; 7) Setting clear educational objectives to enhance effectiveness.
The research provides preliminary insights into the management strategies essential for vocational education homeroom teachers.
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
