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Application of digital reading strategy in cultivating class
culture by primary school class teachers
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Abstract

With the rapid development of information technology and educational digitalization, digital management has become an important
vehicle for elementary school class teachers to cultivate classroom culture. This paper, from the dual perspectives of educational
practice and cultural construction, systematically explores the application value and practical approaches of digital reading strategies
in classroom culture building.
