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Abstract

the psychological crisis of vocational college students is characterized by intergenerational, occult and sudden coexistence. Its
intervention work has long relied on the campus internal counseling system, and there are structural dilemmas such as scattered
resources, insufficient professional strength, broken early warning chain and failure of the linkage between family and social
environment. Based on ecosystem theory, risk society theory and empowerment governance framework, this paper proposes a multi-
dimensional coordinated psychological crisis intervention model of “home school social enterprise” from the perspective of students’
psychological development environment level. Research shows that under the condition of multiple intervention of resource subjects,
psychological crisis intervention should be transformed from “psychological counseling center centralization” to “multi field network
governance”, forming a composite mechanism of “four in one” of education system, family environment, community support
and enterprise education, so as to improve the effectiveness of intervention in two dimensions of organizational depth and social
extension. This study provides theoretical support and practical path for the modernization of psychological governance system in
vocational colleges.
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
