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The Sound of Books Show the Beauty of Chinese Language—
The Attempt of the Integration of the New Curriculum
Standard and the Local School-based Curriculum

Abstract

This study, grounded in the 2022 edition of the “Compulsory Education Chinese Curriculum Standards,” centers on the “Reading
Comprehensive Practice” unit of the 2024 unified edition seventh-grade textbook. It systematically designs four progressive teaching
approaches— “reviewing texts, reading to comprehend emotions, appreciating linguistic beauty, and enhancing aesthetic reading” —
while innovatively integrating a school-based curriculum that incorporates Minnan dialect recitation of Tang poetry. By establishing
a multi-level activity framework and refining a diversified evaluation mechanism, the research explores pathways for deep integration
between the unified textbooks and local school-based curricula under the new standards.
