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Abstract

In contemporary early childhood education, cooperative learning is recognized as a vital approach to fostering children’s social
development and core competencies. Folk handcraft weaving, a traditional craft steeped in cultural heritage and aesthetic value,
embodies rich educational resources and collaborative spirit. Integrating this craft into senior kindergarten classes significantly
enhances children’s cooperative awareness, communication skills, and creative thinking. Grounded in educational practice, this
study explores the integration of folk handcraft weaving activities in senior kindergarten teaching and analyzes its mechanisms for
cultivating cooperative learning qualities. Through teaching observations, case studies, and reflective practice, the research concludes
that the teaching strategy centered on “co-creation—collaborative division of labor—emotional co-construction” is most effective.
The results show that the folk weaving activities not only stimulate the children’s interest in learning and aesthetic emotion, but
also promote the formation of cooperation spirit, sense of responsibility and collective belonging in practice, which has important
enlightenment for perfecting the children’s social education system.
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
