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Abstract

Enhancing basketball culture in rural primary schools in Guangxi serves as a vital approach to enriching campus culture, improving
students ‘physical fitness, and narrowing the urban-rural gap in sports education. However, research reveals that current efforts
still face challenges such as limited facilities and equipment, insufficient exploration of the sport’s cultural significance, infrequent
basketball tournaments, and an underdeveloped institutional framework. To address these issues, this study proposes four practical
strategies: optimizing material resources to improve sports conditions, cultivating a basketball ethos to promote sportsmanship,
building behavioral norms to facilitate competition exchanges, and refining institutional incentives to encourage active participation.
These measures aim to support the high-quality and balanced development of rural primary school sports in Guangxi.
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
