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A Study on the Practice of Creating “Real Situation” in the
Teaching of Narrative Writing in Junior Middle School

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Abstract

Against the backdrop of core competency-oriented Chinese language education reform, the objectives of narrative writing in junior
high schools are transitioning from “standardized expression” to “authentic writing” and “individual expression”. Traditional teaching
methods, which overemphasize technical and structural training while neglecting students ‘real-life experiences and emotional
engagement, often result in compositions lacking depth and genuine emotion. This paper explores practical approaches to narrative
writing instruction in junior high schools through the creation of “authentic scenarios”. Starting from theoretical foundations, the
study analyzes how authentic scenarios enhance writing motivation, material generation, and emotional expression, proposing
teaching strategies grounded in life experiences and emotional resonance. Through case studies, it demonstrates that contextualized
teaching significantly boosts students’ writing interest, expressive abilities, and cognitive depth, facilitating the shift from “result-
oriented” to “process-driven” Chinese language education.
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
