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Fostering the sense of the Chinese nation community
integrated into the teaching of vocational college ideological
and political courses-Taking the “Ideological and Moral
Education and Legal Studies” course as an example

Abstract

Integrating the concept of the Chinese nation community into the “Ideological and Moral Education and Legal Studies” course is
both necessary and feasible. In the pilot teaching at Yunnan Vocational and Technical College, through systematic integration of
the curriculum, students’ recognition of ethnic unity has increased from 68% to 92%, and the proportion of participating in ethnic
unity volunteer activities has risen from 25% to 75%. The implementation effect of the course is remarkable. This research is based
on the theoretical framework of “Four Connections with Commonality” (shared hardships and joys, shared honor and disgrace,
shared life and death, shared destiny), and systematically explores the effective paths for integrating the concept of the Chinese
nation community into the ideological and political courses of higher vocational education from five dimensions: ideals and beliefs
education, patriotism education, socialist core values education, moral education, and legal education. It provides a reference for
vocational colleges in ethnic areas to carry out ethnic unity education, contributes to the construction of the Yunnan Ethnic Unity
Progress Demonstration Zone, and is of great value in cultivating high-quality technical and skilled talents who are well-rounded in
morality and skills and have a deep sense of patriotism and strong sense of national identity.
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
