Abstract

To systematically investigate the development status of social adaptation literacy among primary and secondary school students,
accurately identify their core strengths and weaknesses, and provide scientific evidence for educational practices in the new era,
this study employed a questionnaire survey involving 3,216 students. The results revealed that students ‘social adaptation literacy
exhibited characteristics of “stable basic behaviors but weak deep competencies,” with teacher-student relationships scoring the
lowest (mean 41.99). Additionally, 56.33% of students struggled to quickly regulate negative emotions. Based on these findings, the
study proposes collaborative educational recommendations involving families, schools, and society, offering empirical support and
practical pathways for enhancing students’ social adaptation literacy.
