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System and the Long-term Mechanism for Preventing Bullying
in the Whole City

Abstract

Campus safety governance is an important aspect for ensuring students’ healthy growth and improving educational quality. Changes
in social structure and students’ behavioral characteristics have led to an increase in the covert nature and diversification of campus
bullying, placing higher demands on school management. Building a city-wide campus safety governance system requires a
systematic layout in terms of institutional operation, mechanism coordination, educational intervention, and technical support,
transforming safety management into preventive governance. Research shows that bullying behavior is closely related to school
governance capabilities, family education environment, peer relationships, and the use of digital media. A single department is
unable to form an effective response. By strengthening cross-departmental collaboration, establishing a risk monitoring platform,
optimizing school internal management, enhancing teachers and students’ safety awareness, and improving psychological support and
accountability mechanisms, the anti-bullying system can be sustained and operated effectively.
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
