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Analysis of Problems and Countermeasures in After-school
Tutoring of Primary School Chinese under the “Double
Reduction” Policy

Abstract

Since the full implementation of the “Double Reduction” policy in July 2021, after-school services in compulsory education have
evolved from supplementary roles to a pivotal component of school education systems.
