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Abstract

This project, based on the red cultural resources of Wanyuan City, integrates immersive murder mystery games with red education
and ideological and political education, conducting feasibility design and practical exploration of red-themed murder mystery
games. Through practical steps such as on-site investigation, questionnaire analysis, script creation, and scene implementation, it
systematically sorts out the application value of red murder mystery games in the inheritance of red culture and ideological and
political education for teenagers, and analyzes the market opportunities, practical difficulties, and optimization paths in the project’s
advancement process. The research shows that red murder mystery games meet the innovative needs of ideological and political
education in the new era, have a good market foundation and educational value, but still have shortcomings in historical authenticity
control, the balance between education and entertainment, operation promotion, and audience coverage. Based on the practical
results, targeted optimization strategies are proposed to provide a practical model for the immersive dissemination of red culture and
the implementation of ideological and political education in daily life, and to assist in the inheritance of red genes and the cultivation
of new era talents.
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
