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Practice Path and Effect Analysis of “Comparative” Ideological
and Political Teaching in Music Aesthetics Course
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Abstract

The music aesthetics course combines theoretical interpretation, aesthetic judgment, and value guidance functions, undertaking both
the task of constructing musical perspectives and the task of aesthetic education immersion in higher music education. In response to
the reality that students have uneven theoretical foundations, unstable grasp of aesthetic concepts, and tend to remain at the sensory
surface level in understanding works, this paper discusses “comparative” ideological and political education. In terms of course
content, it juxtaposes Marxist philosophy with music aesthetics, as well as China’s music aesthetics with Western music aesthetics.
In teaching organization, group comparisons are set up, while implementation involves coordinated teaching design, instructional
guidance, assignment objectives, and practical assignments. In evaluation, regular assignments, final exams, and group feedback are
integrated to assess teaching changes, demonstrating how the music aesthetics course shifts from one-way lecturing to collaborative
advancement of aesthetic understanding and practical support.
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
